D. Purpose of the change:

This change is to accommodate the provision of Advanced Mandate Information (AMI) based on a paper mandate, for each of the SEPA Direct Debit Schemes.

E. Urgency of the request:

The aim is to introduce the proposed codes to the latest version of the SEPA Direct Debit schemes to be published in November 2011. In view of the timetable, the request needs to be confirmed as soon as possible. If this is not possible, the code will be used on a proprietary basis.
F. Business examples:
These codes will be used to identify the verification of the account information in a paper mandate with the Debtor Bank by usage of the electronic mandate messages. As these messages are also used for the conveyance of electronic mandate proposals, these codes will be used to separate between these two usages. This applies for each of the SEPA Direct Debit schemes. Additionally, it will be possible for the debtor bank to offer additional services to the debtor upon receipt of a dematerialised copy of a paper mandate.
