F. Business examples:
Customer has an account with bank A, B and C. At the end of the business day a zero-balancing with target account at bank A should be undertaken. 
The account at bank B has a credit balance and the one at bank C has a debit balance.

Then bank B sends a Credit Transfer to bank A and bank C sends a Creditor Payment Activation Request (CPAR) or Direct Debit to bank A. All these transactions are marked with Local Instrument Code CCI.
