C. Description of the change request:
In the Authentication message item of the block Cardholder, change the multiplicity of the message item TransactionTotals from [1..1] to [0..1].

In the block Acquirer, change the type of the message item ParametersVersion from ISODateTime to Max35Text.

Add in AuthenticationMethodCode the code value Password, when a password is used to authenticate a cardholder.

In the CancellationAdvice block (message component CancellationAdvice1), remove the message item Cardholder.

In the CancellationAdvice block (message component CancellationAdvice1) and the CancellationAdviceResponse block (message component AcceptorCancellationAdviceResponse1 which must ne renamed CancellationAdviceResponse1), remove the message item Transaction/TransactionCapture.

Add in ActionTypeCode the code value ForbiddenOverride, to probihit any merchant override of the authorisation result.

Add in FailureReasonCode the code value SuspectedFraud, when the merchant suspects a fraud.

Add in the block Card a new message item DeviceSupport to contain specific information for contactless or RFID cards.

In the block TransactionVerificationResult, change the multiplicity of the message item CardholderAddressVerificationResult from [0..1] to [0..2].
In all responses messages, remove the message item Acquirer/ParametersVersion.
Add in CardPaymentServiceTypeCode codes specific to the fund transfer as PersonToPerson and PersonToBusiness.

D. Purpose of the change:

The change request provides a collection of improvements or errors correction of the CAPE messages:

· The entity responsible for verifying the authenticity of the cardholder is unknown when the authentication is not yet performed.
· A cardholder can be authenticated by a password.

· The version of the configuration parameters is not necessary a date.

· Information about the cardholder is never used in an AcceptorCancellationAdvice.

· The financial data capture of cancellation is never explicitly requested.

· Add specific information regarding new device for card support as contactless or RFID card.

· Allow the card issuer or the acquirer to prohibit a merchant override of the authorisation result for the payment transaction.

· Allow the acquirer to provide the result of both address and postal code verification.

· Allow the acceptor to decline a transaction when a fraud is suspected.

· Perform convergence with ATICA message if some messages will be endorsed as new amounts and common wording for acceptor/merchant.

· Remove the version of acceptor parameters in all response messages. It is a copy of the request message and does not provide any interest for verification.

· Improve the fund transfer service.

E. Urgency of the request:

Publication of new message versions in April/May of 2013.
F. Business examples:
New card payment environment for cardholder authentication.
