C. Description of the change request:
Add an enclosing block BatchTransfer containing the following items:
· TransactionTotals, multiplicity [1..*], type TransactionTotals1, totals of all the transactions.

· DataSet, multiplicity [0..*], type CardPaymentDataSet1.

In the block CommonData, modify the multiplicity of the following message items to have only optional elements:
· Environment/Acquirer,

· Environment/POI,

· Context/PaymentContext,

Replace the content of the TransactionToCapture block by a choice between the following message items with the multiplicity of the component conforms to the data set factorisation:
· AuthorisationRequest,

· AuthorisationResponse,

· CompletionAdvice,
· CancellationAdvice

D. Purpose of the change:

The change request is dedicated to the transfer of a batch of card payment transactions:

· The batch transfer might contain several data sets of transactions. Every data set contain the totals of transactions inside the date set, the batch must also contain totals of all the transactions of the batch.
· The message item CommonData factorises information common to all transactions of a data set, all elements have to be optional.

· In addition to card transaction to capture the batch must be able to contain card authorisation request, card authorisation response and cancellations.
E. Urgency of the request:

Publication of new message versions in April/May of 2013.
F. Business examples:
Some e-commerce retailers group payment card authorisation in a batch instead of performing real time payment.
