C. Description of the change request:
Two new Codes are requested:

Fee Collection
Classification: Card Settlement

Proposed Code: FCOL
Proposed Code Name: Fee Collection
Definition: A Service that is settling card transaction related fees between two parties.
Card Bulk Clearing

Classification: Card Settlement

Proposed Code: CBLK

Proposed Code Name: Card Bulk Clearing

Definition: A Service that is settling money for a bulk of card transactions, while referring to a specific transaction file or other information like terminal ID, card acceptor ID or other transaction details.

D. Purpose of the change:

The ISO20022 financial repository describes payment messages for Direct Debits and Credit Transfers. The ISO 20022 has introduced a value "CARD" for the local instrument to indicate card based transactions within the payment.

The Berlin Group as a European standardisation organisation has developed a payment model and a message format for the clearing of card transactions by using the Direct Debit messages and for some specific services also Credit Transfer messages from the ISO20022 repository, i.e. “pain” and “pacs” messages of the standard.

The ISO 20022 has published a couple of Codes for card based payment, where the underlying card transactions had been standard services. With the further development of the message format for card based clearing, the Berlin Group is now describing more specific services like the card related services mentioned in Section C. 
Thus, the scope of this change request is to extend the "purpose" field within the Transaction Information Structure of the ISO22022 repository with new codes to identify the nature of the underlying specific card transaction. It is also requested to extend the “category purpose” field as well, since the services introduced now by the Berlin Group is not restricted to single card transaction clearing anymore but is also covering Card Bulk Clearing and the clearing of card related fee collections.
Reason for Fee Collection Code:

The “Fee Collection service” is very specific, since it supports a specific electronic downstream process for clearing and accounting within card transaction processing. The Fee Collection can deal with fees which are related to a single action / transaction like a fee for a negative response on ATM authorisations, or it can deal with running services over a specific time frame, like assessment fees.

Thus, an extra purpose coded is needed in that behalf in clearing processes.

Since this service is quite different from the single card payment, also the category purpose code should be different from the category purpose of a single card payment. Thus the same code should be used in “Category Purpose” and “”Purpose” Field.

Reason for Card Bulk Clearing Code:

The service to clear card transaction in bulks is different to the clearing of single card payments, since no single card transaction data is to be transported. Instead, typically a reference to the related bulk file is mandated or a reference to the clearing cycle and related parties define the interbank settlement amount. A typical example is the clearing of e-purse systems, where electronic transaction data secured by cryptographic means are bundled for the debtor into a bundle of transactions. The clearing sum of this file then is the settlement amount of a corresponding specific direct debit or credit transfer message from the card payment eco system. Part of the clearing is then typically a downstream process where entries in the related bulk file is checked by separate parties but who also control then automatically the settlement initiated by the card bulk clearing transaction. 
Thus, an extra purpose coded is needed in that behalf in clearing processes.

Since this service is quite different from the single card payment, also the category purpose code should be different from the category purpose of a single card payment. Thus the same code should be used in “Category Purpose” and “”Purpose” Field.
