C. Description of the change request:
Addition of the reason codes AC13 (InvalidDebtorAccountType) and FF05 (invalid local instrument) in the external code list ExternalReturnReason1Code.

D. Purpose of the change:

The two codes are needed in the context of SEPA:
AC13 is needed for the case, that the payer (debtor) in a SEPA B2B Direct Debit is a consumer (B2B direct debit is not permitted) and FF05 for the case, that a there is no agreement between the banks regarding D-1 period for SEPA Core Direct Debits.
Actually these codes are only listed in the code list ExternalStatusReason1Code (e.g. used in pain.002, StatusReasonInformation). 
In the element group ReturnInformation <RtrInf> of the ISO camt.052/53/54- and pacs.004-messages the schema refers to ExternalReturnReason1Code. Hence, they are also needed in this code list.

E. Urgency of the request:

It is needed as soon as possible. Not only Germany but also all SEPA countries who use camt- and pacs-messages will need this codes in ExternalReturnReason1Code. 
Both codes are already used in the Implementation Guidelines of the European Payments Council for the pacs.004 message as return code.

2. All SEPA banks to populate pacs.004 messages correctly
