C. Description of the change request:
A new optional field is required in the BPO block to add ‘Applicable rules’, for example URBPO.

Definition: The URBPO are rules that apply to a BPO when the Payment Obligation Segment within an Established Baseline expressly states that it is subject to these rules or when each Involved Bank agrees in a separate agreement that a BPO is subject to these rules. If an Established Baseline or separate agreement does not indicate the applicable version of URBPO, the BPO will be subject to the latest version in effect when the Baseline is established in accordance with sub-article 9 (d).
D. Purpose of the change:

To facilitate the interchange of messages utilizing the Bank Payment Obligation in accordance with ICC Uniform Rules for Bank Payment Obligations.

This has been requested by ICC National Committees. Without such change, manual work is required in order to add the information in a bilateral agreement between banks. 
Article 2 a) of URBPO: The URBPO are rules that apply to a BPO when the Payment Obligation Segment within an Established Baseline expressly states that it is subject to these rules or when each Involved Bank agrees in a separate agreement that a BPO is subject to these rules.
A field is required stating that the BPO is subject to URBPO.

Article 2 b) of URBPO: If an Established Baseline or separate agreement does not indicate the applicable version of URBPO, the BPO will be subject to the latest version in effect when the Baseline is established in accordance with sub-article 9 (d).
