1) Vessel Name – Baseline

2) Carrier Country – Transport Data Set (Sea, Air, Rail, Road) and Baseline

3) Carrier’s Agent Name and Country – Transport Data Set (Sea, Air, Rail, Road) and Baseline

4) Flight Number - TransportByAir in the Transport data set

5) Master’s Name; Charterer’s Name, Owner’s Name -  TransportBySea in Transport data set.

6) IMO Number-  TransportBySea in Transport data set.

C. Description of the change request:
The following fields should be added as optional elements:

1) A field is required in the Baseline for ‘Vessel Name’. This is currently available only in TransportBySea in the Transport data set (in DataSetSubmission).

2) Fields are available for Carrier Name (as below) – this needs extension to additionally cover Carrier Country.

SeaCarrierName is present in TransportBySea in the Transport data set (in DataSetSubmission)

AirCarrierName is present in TransportByAir in the Transport data set (in DataSetSubmission)

RailCarrierName is present in TransportByRail in the Transport data set (in DataSetSubmission)

RoadCarrierName is present in TransportByRoad in the Transport data set (in DataSetSubmission)

The corresponding elements are in the Baseline.

3) Carrier’s Agent Name and Country - no field currently available in TransportBySea / TransportByAir / TransportByRail / TransportByRoad.

4) Flight Number - no field currently available. Required in TransportByAir in the Transport data set.

5) Master’s Name; Charterer’s Name; Owner’s Name - no fields currently available. Required in TransportBySea in the Transport dataset.

6) IMO Number -  TransportBySea in Transport data set.

Definitions

Vessel Name - the name of the vessel carrying the goods from a port of loading to a port of discharge; 

Carrier Country - country in which the carrier of the goods i.e., shipping company, is located or registered; 

Carrier's Agent Name and Country - Name and country of the carrier's (shipping company's) agent that acts on behalf of the carrier and may be the issuer of transport documents relating to the underlying shipment; 

Flight Number - the flight number allocated by the airline that is carrying the goods from an airport of departure to an airport of destination; 

Master's Name - the name of the master or captain of a vessel that signs the document i.e., bill of lading, charter party bill of lading, non-negotiable sea waybill or multimodal transport document that evidences shipment of the goods from a port of loading to a port of discharge; 

Charterer's name - the name of the company or individual that signs a charter party bill of lading that evidences shipment of the goods from a port of loading to a port of discharge and acts in the capacity of charterer; 

Owner's name - the name of the company or individual that signs a charter party bill of lading that evidences shipment of the goods from a port of loading to a port of discharge and acts in the capacity of owner;

IMO Number: International Maritime Organisation identification of a ship. The IMO identification number scheme was introduced in 1987 as a measure aimed at enhancing maritime safety and pollution prevention and to facilitate the prevention of maritime fraud. It assigns a permanent number to each vessel for identification purposes. This number remains unchanged upon transfer of the vessel to other flag(s) and is inserted in all vessel certificates. The IMO identification number is made up of the three letters "IMO" followed by a seven-digit number assigned to all vessels by IHS FairPlay (formerly known as Lloyd's Register-Fairplay). This is a unique seven digit number that is assigned to vessels and aids banks in determining whether a vessel is subject to an order that would not permit a bank to handle a certain transaction under local or international laws.
D. Purpose of the change:

To facilitate the interchange of messages utilizing the Bank Payment Obligation in accordance with ICC Uniform Rules for Bank Payment Obligations.

The rationale for adding these fields is regulatory and governmental linked to sanctions regulations implemented by the likes of the UN, EU, etc.
E. Urgency of the request:

To be handled in accordance with the normal yearly maintenance cycle.
