C. Description of the change request:
Definition of a new message component for instalment managed by the acceptor (e.g. redesigning Instalment1), including:
· The identification of the instalment plan (optional),

· The identification of a single instalment related to the purchase (optional),

· The total number of instalments (optional),

· The amount of the instalment,

· The period of the instalment,

· The total amount of the purchase (optional)

· The remaining amount (optional)

Addition of a new optional message item Instalment with this type in CardPaymentTransactionDetails1, CardPaymentTransactionDetails3, CardPaymentTransactionDetails4, and CardPaymentTransactionDetails10.
Definition of a new additional service for instalment managed by the issuer (CardPaymentServiceTypeCode), to be used in the AdditionalService message item of CardPaymentTransaction11, CardPaymentTransaction13, CardPaymentTransaction14, CardPaymentTransaction15, CardPaymentTransaction17, CardPaymentTransaction19, CommonData2.
Definition of a new message component for payment with aggregated amount, including:

· The date and time of the first payment,

· The date and time of the last payment,

· The total number of payments,

· Amounts of each payments (optional).

Addition of a new optional message item Aggregate with this type in CardPaymentTransactionDetails1, CardPaymentTransactionDetails3, CardPaymentTransactionDetails4, and CardPaymentTransactionDetails10.
Add the Unloading code to CardPaymentServiceTypeCode to be used in the TransactionType message item of CardPaymentTransaction11, CardPaymentTransaction13, CardPaymentTransaction14, CardPaymentTransaction15, CardPaymentTransaction17, CardPaymentTransaction19, CommonData2.
D. Purpose of the change:

Provide the necessary information to perform the following card payment services:

· Instalment, provided by the card issuer or the card acceptor,

· Aggregation, 
· Balance Inquiry, and 
· Unloading of prepaid card.

Instalment is an additional card payment service used by an acceptor and a cardholder to request the approval of the instalment plan by a card issuer for the payment of goods or service.

Instalment is also an additional card payment service, used by an acceptor to perform the payment of each instalment with the required information regarding the instalment plan and the instalment payment.
Payment with aggregated amount is an additional card payment service allowing the financial capture of several payment transactions for the same card payment and same acceptor.
Prepaid card unloading is a service provided by the card issuer to recover the remaining amount loaded in the card.
E. Urgency of the request:

Publication of new message versions in April/May of 2014.
F. Business examples:
Payment of the first instalment of a purchase is performed with the presence of the cardholder using a remote payment card. Following payment following instalments of the purchase are performed without the cardholder using the payment card information stored in a secure environment.
Aggregate payments are often used by highways after a sequence of tolls for a short distance.
