D. Purpose of the change:

With the migration to SEPA (Regulation (EU) 260/2012) an additional Purpose Codes to mark the reimbursement of a previous erroneous transaction is needed.
Today in domestic DTA format (which will be abolished due to the above mentioned EU regulation) this is achieved by the usage of a special “text key extension”.

F. Business examples:
Customer A sends by mistake a credit transfer to Customer B. After 20 days this is recognised and Customer B agrees to send the money back by initiating a new SEPA credit transfer (because of the time delay the EPC Recall and Return procedures cannot be used). 

Then Customer B can use the new Purpose Code RIMB to mark the transaction as a cancel​lation / reimbursement.
