D. Purpose of the change:

The code “SCL” is describing the SEPA-Clearer of the retail payment system, a dedicated component used for the processing of transactions exchanged by ISO 20022 payment messages.

Another component encompasses the DTA services (non-ISO 20022) which require the use of a German proprietary data format for processing transactions. Due to the SEPA migration process, the DTA services of the retail payment system are about to be phased out in the near future. Payments complying with the SEPA regulation have to be migrated to the SEPA Schemes by the end of a transitional period. For the remaining business (mainly debit card transaction clearing and cheque processing), projects have already been initiated in order to migrate the data format used for processing to ISO 20022.

In future, the interbank retail payment processing services offered by the Deutsche Bundesbank will all be using ISO 20022 payment messages. Thus, the current distinction between the different components of the retail payment system is no longer needed. In order to unambiguously identify and address the retail payment system operated by the Deutsche Bundesbank in ISO 20022 payment messages, the replacement of the current code “SCL” with the code “EMZ” in the list of external cash clearing codes as specified under C is requested.

E. Urgency of the request:

Incorporating the code replacement into the external code sets during the next available quarterly publication cycle (end of May 2014) would be absolutely sufficient. An earlier publication date is not required.
