C. Description of the change request:
Modify the following message item:
· In various PlainCardData message components, modify the type of the message item CardProductProfile from Exact4Numeric to Max35Text.

· Modify the multiplicity the message component BatchTransferResponse/TransactionTotals from [1..1] to [0..*].

· Modify the definition of the code CaptureResponse in DataSetCategory1Code from "Batch upload response for the batch capture of transactions." To "Batch download response for the batch capture of transactions."
· In the AcceptorConfigurationUpdate message, modify the definition of the parameter CardDataVerification from "Indicates that response messages and an AcceptorCompletionAdvice message following an authorisation exchange must contain protected or plain card data." to "Indicates that an AcceptorCompletionAdviceResponse message following an authorisation exchange must contain protected or plain card data."
· In ContentTypeCode, remove the EncryptedData code value.
· Modify the multiplicity of DataSet in the StatusReport and ManagementPlan messages from [1..*] to [1..1].

· Change the basic type of Cardholder/Authentication/AuthenticationValue from Text to Binary.
Add the following data elements:

· The issuer BIN for routing toward the issuer in the PaymentCard message components used in the request and response messages, when a token cannot be used.

· The cardholder name in the PlainCardData message components.

· ICCRelatedData in the transaction TransactionDetails message item of the AcceptorCancellationResponse message.
D. Purpose of the change:

Improve the content of some messages, removing some limitations:

· Generalize the card product profile in a longer character string not only numeric.

· The factorized totals for the batch transfer must be repeatable.
· The definition of the capture response for a batch response is not correct.
· The definition of the configuration parameter card data verification must be refined.

· Remove the named encrypted data option which is no more used in messages.

· Do not allow several status reports or managements plan in the same message.

· Some values to authenticate a cardholder may be binary.
Add some functionalities to the messages:

· Enable the replacement of the PAN by a token generated by a cardholder device.

· The cardholder name as stored in the card is part of card sensitive data.

· Enable a full EMV transaction processing with the issuer for payment cancellations.
Align the following messages items to the ATICA messages:

· The card security code, the cardholder authentication, the transaction verification results.

· The result in the response messages.

· The additional detailed amounts.

E. Urgency of the request:

Publication of new message versions in April/May of 2015.
F. Business examples:
Transfer of a batch of transactions coming from various origins, requiring global totals.

Enable tokenisation between the cardholder and the issuer.

Protection of the cardholder name is required by some card schemes.

Alignment of CAPE and ATICA messages.
