Make the NotifyingParty element optional
D. Purpose of the change:

This element is probably now redundant with the Business Application Header (BAH) element identifying the Sender of the message (“From”) since at the time those messages were completed, the BAH was not yet mandated for the securities messages.
The NotifyingParty element is a mandatory block and should now be changed in optional as the only use case suggested by the group was where the Issuer or agent would want to include their details if they sent the notification in ISO format. The sender should be assumed as the notifying party – another party being sender on behalf of some other entity who would be flagged as the notifying party did not seem to make sense to the Proxy Voting group.
