D. Purpose of the change:

New purpose codes are required to identify the underlying e-payment proposal for online payments authorised by the Originator.  The new codes are important to differentiate between 
· e-payment with guarantee  (  Purpose Code ECPG
· e-payment without  guarantee (  Purpose Code ECPU
· e-payment return  (  Purpose Code ECPR
The Purpose Codes ECPG and ECPU differentiate guaranteed and non-guaranteed payments, respectively, to apply proper risk models and adequate monitoring of the transactions. .

The Purpose Code ECPR identifies returns of payments or parts of it, which belong to a previous e-payment. Because the returns are connected to the originally e-payment on the business level, potentially existent return codes on the scheme level cannot be used.
