C. Description of the change request:
In concordance with the RMG resolution 10/126 (BIC identifier in the ISO 20022 Repository) approved by the RMG at the Tokyo meeting of May 2010, the following rules are applied:

· To identify financial institutions, only the data type BICFIIdentifier can be used (instead of BICIdentifier).

· The AnyBICIdentifier datatype can still be used where either a financial institution or a non-financial institution may be present.

· The corresponding recommended message element names are BICFI, BICNonFI and AnyBIC, unless more specific names are used.

The message definitions mentioned above are still using the datatype BICIdentifier to identify the BIC of a financial institution, which must be replaced as indicated above.

D. Purpose of the change:

Since 2009, a new edition of the BIC has been published which is called “Business Identifier Code” and covers the identification of both financial institutions and non-financial institutions. Accordingly, a new datatype BICFIIdentifier must be used to identify the BIC of a Financial Institution.
