C. Description of the change request:
Modify the following elements:

1) Display and print capabilities of a POI
Align the POI/Capabilities/DisplayCapabilities (message component DisplayCapabilities2) of the CAPE messages, to the Terminal/Capabilities/MessageCapabilities (message component DisplayCapabilities3) of the ATICA messages.

2) Action to be performed by a card acceptor
Align the Action/MessageToPresent (message component ActionMessage1) of the AcceptorAuthorisationResponse CAPE message, to the Action/MessageToPresent (message component ActionMessage2) of the AcquirerAuthorisationResponse and AcquirerFinancialResponse ATICA messages.
3) Customer or card verification for a token
In AuthenticationMethod (type AuthenticationMethod3Code), add the code value PaymentToken, TOKP, "Verification or authentication related to the use of a payment token, for instance the validation of the authorised use of a token".
4) PrePaid account type
In AccountType (type CardAccountType2Code), add the code value PrepaidCard, PPCD, "Account linked to a prepaid card". 
5) Payment Account Reference
In various card data structures (message components: PaymentCard9, PaymentCard10, and PaymentCard11), add the element PaymentAccountReference, [0..1], Max35Text, "Unique non-payment linkage to a card". 
D. Purpose of the change:

The ISO/TC68/SC7/TG1 technical group, named ATICA, has submitted a first set of ISO 20022 messages at the end of 2014 (business area cain).
Some information, included in the ATICA messages are forwarded from or to the CAPE messages.

The last version of the CAPE messages, updated in the 2014-2015 ISO 20022 maintenance period, miss some of these information, which have to be added in the 2015-2016 ISO 20022 maintenance period.

1) Introduce the format capabilities of the messages to display or print at the card acceptor (text, message reference, or XHTML).

2) Introduce the format of the messages to be displayed or to be printed at the card acceptor, coming from the acquirer or the issuer (text, message reference, or XHTML).

3) Addition of the new customer and card verifications performed when a payment token is used in a transaction.

4) Addition of the type of accounts linked to a prepaid card (local regulations).

5) As the cardholder may have many payment tokens issued to represent a single PAN, a card acceptor can receive transactions from multiple payment tokens for the same cardholder PAN without any way to link these tokenised transactions to each other or to the underlying PAN. The Payment Account Reference, which has the same value for all the transactions with the same card, allows the identification of the cardholder's account.
E. Urgency of the request:

Publication of new message versions in April/May of 2016.
F. Business examples:
Consistency between the protocol between a card acceptor and an acquirer, and the protocol between an acquirer and a card issuer.
Merchants may use a PAN for their loyalty programs when the payment card is linked to a loyalty account.
