C. Description of the change request:
Modify the following elements:

1) In the AcceptorBatchTransferRequestV04 message, modify the multiplicity of the data field DataSet/Transaction/AuthorisationRequest/POI from [1..1] to [0..1].

2) In the AcceptorBatchTransferRequestV04 message, add the field CurrencyConversion in the data structure DataSet/Transaction/AuthorisationRequest/Transaction/TransactionDetails, after the field AccountType, multiplicity [0..1], type CurrencyConversion3, and definition "Dynamic currency conversion proposed to the cardholder.".

3) In the AcceptorCancellationRequestV04 message, remove the data field CancellationRequest/Context/PaymentContext/OnLineContext.
4) In the MessageFunction code list used by the CAPE messages (MessageFunction4Code), add the codes value:

· AcceptorRequestReject, RJCQ, "Reject of a request or an advice message by an acquirer or an agent.".

· AcceptorResponseReject, RJCP, "Reject of a response or an advice response message by a card acceptor or an agent.".

5) In the data field TMSProtocolParameters of the AcceptorConfigurationUpdate message, add the element FileTransferBatch, [0..1], TrueFalseIndicator, "TMS messages are exchanged per file transfer protocol rather than per transport protocol.".

6) Enlarge the ExchangeIdentification in the header of the messages.

D. Purpose of the change:

1) In the AcceptorBatchTransferRequestV04 message, the data field DataSet/CommonData is a factorisation of common values found inside the transactions included the batch.
Information related to a payment terminal, which are mandatory in an authorisation request message, may be factorised in the data field DataSet/CommonData, and in this case, the field DataSet/Transaction/AuthorisationRequest/POI must be absent of these transactions.

2) Before to send a batch containing deferred authorisation requests, dynamic currency conversion may be performed by the card acceptor.

3) As already performed in the AcceptorAuthorisationRequestV03, the flag Context/PaymentContext/OnLineContext which indicates that the authorisation is performed online, has to be removed from the AcceptorCancellationRequestV04 as the sending of this message indicates that the cancellation is performed online
4) All the ISO 20022 business areas of the card domain include a rejection message. The ATM rejection message and the ATICA rejection message allow the reject of a request or an advice message, but also the reject of a response or an advice response message.
To be consistent, CAPE must add the reject of a response or an advice response message.

5) In the configuration of the TMS protocol of the AcceptorConfigurationUpdate message, add the configuration of the transport protocol, by message or by file transfer, to be consistent with the acquirer protocol. 

6) Remove any constraint on the data bandwidth between entities.

E. Urgency of the request:

Publication of new message versions in April/May of 2016.
F. Business examples:
1) An AcceptorBatchTransferRequest message may contain all the transactions performed by a particular payment terminal in the period. 
To reduce significantly the length of the AcceptorBatchTransferRequest message, all the information related to a payment terminal are then factorised in the data field DataSet/CommonData, and the field DataSet/Transaction/AuthorisationRequest/POI is absent.

2) International e-commerce merchant proposing the payment using the currency of the cardholder, before requesting a deferred authorisation request.

3) An AcceptorCancellationRequest message has to be sent to verify that the cancellation can be performed by the card acceptor.

4) Certification of an implementation of the CAPE messages for card acceptors.

5) Regarding the volume of black lists, acquirer configuration is exchanged by file rather than per message.

6) Intermediary agent concentrating the transactions of a tier 1 retailer.
