Add a new StatementType element in the StatementGeneralDetails, a mandatory element with choice between a Code list and Proprietary (GenericIdentificationXX). The Code list shall contain entries to indicate the direction of the statement: either from account owner to its account servicer (“downstream”) or from account servicer to its account owner (“upstream”).
D. Purpose of the change:

This CR is raised to specify unambiguously the direction of the information flow being reported, because the SecuritiesBalanceTransparencyReport is designed to be used in two distinct and opposite flows.
E. Urgency of the request:

As soon as possible.
