A. Origin of the request:

C. Description of the change request:
The present proposed Change Request aims at addressing the following major issues: 

· Issuance of a new EU regulation related to the choice given to a cardholder at a Point of Interaction to select the card programme to be used for the payment of goods and services

· Alignment with ATICA candidate messages for a version 2 taking into account the new regulation as well as new services to be provided to customers.

· Update of CAPE AcceptorCurrencyConversionResponse to align with current market practices

The proposed changes address the addition of components to the above-mentioned messages to be in-line with this regulation and aligned with the work carried out on ATICA candidate messages.

The proposed Change Request suggests adding to the above messages the following information:

· CardProgrammeProposed: the card programme proposed by a retailer to a cardholder among a series of payment programmes offered by the retailer

· CardProgrammeSelected: the card programme actually selected by the cardholder among the ones supported by the retailer and/or the one actually proposed to him

· CustomerConsent: this proposed added component already foreseen in ATICA would enable retailers, if they so wish, to clearly indicate whether the consent of the customer was explicitly obtained for a given service (e.g. Dynamic Currency Conversion, loan, etc.) instead of being implicitly derived from the payment context as it is most of the time the case today.
· AccountFrom and AccountTo: those proposed added components would permit to ensure consistency with ATICA and enable the support of existing or new payment services involving a bank account (e.g. re-loading an electronic purse at a retailer location, initiating a direct debit transaction at a point of sale in some countries using a card as an identification instrument, etc.).
· DCC modifications:

· Add:

· Two additional result codes

· Restricting the use of a currency conversion to a specific amount (e.g 100 GBP converted in EUR)
· Allowing the use of a currency conversion for a range of amounts with specific terms for each range (e.g. 10-100 GBP converted in EUR, 101-150 GBP in EUR, etc.).
· In OriginalAmount two sub-components to address the need to define a range of amounts

· MinimumAmount

· MaximumAmount

· Modify:

· The number of occurrences of ConversionDetails  (1 to many)
D. Purpose of the change:

Given the emergence of the new EU regulation as regards the choice given to the cardholder to ultimately select the card payment programme of his choice on the one hand and the necessary business need to ensure a proper alignment with ATICA to maintain an end-to-end compatibility on the other end, the proposed change is viewed as a pre-requisite for any party wishing to implement card payments from a retailer up the card issuer through the related card payment schemes and this in compliance with the new EU regulation.
E. Urgency of the request:

In order to avoid to maintain unaligned versions for a too long period of time, the proposed Change Request is considered as ‘urgent’ in order to avoid creating discrepancies at implementation level by maintaining for some years unaligned versions between CAPE and ATICA.

The approval of the proposed Change Request as an urgent unscheduled maintenance would reduce the risk to deal with unaligned versions (CAPE and ATICA) for a too long period of time (a yearly basis being considered as a too long period of time).
For the reasons above and given the specific character of card payments which require more frequent changes, the present proposal needs to be considered with some urgency given the fact that the EU regulation will come into force in June 2016.

Furthermore, the submitting organisation should be in a position to develop the new version of the messages within the best timeframe given the fact that the proposed message components to be added to the messages have already been defined and implemented in ATICA candidate messages.
