C. Description of the change request:
Currently the StatusReport message contains the message element POIComponent. This message element could be composed of a lot of sub elements. If it is important for a Terminal Manager to know the components of a POI, it could make sense to avoid receiving all these data elements in each exchange. In order to configure the presence or not of these elements, we suggest reusing the same solution than the one used for the Acquirer protocol, and configure the messageItem inside the TMSProtocolParameters.
With a ManagementPlanReplacement or MaintenanceDelegationRequest exchange, a TM could also expect that a POI send a StatusReport. If this StatusReport must include values which are not normally exchanged by a StatusReport, the TM will have set few exchanges in order to send a new configuration through an AcceptorConfigurationUpdate. These new exchanges are useless if we update the message element Action of the ManagementPlanReplacement and MaintenanceDelegationRequest with a messageItem element.

As an example, messageItem could also be used to state if a SecurityTrailer is awaited or not by the recipient.

The aim of this change request is to add messageItem element in the relevant messages.

1°) to update the message component TMSProtocolParameters2 by adding a message element messageItem of type MessageItemCondition1 with a cardinality [0,*].
2°) to update the message component TMSAction6 by adding a message element messageItem of type MessageItemCondition1 with a cardinality [0,*].
