C.  Description of the change request:
This request proposes to change the cardinality of the Business Application Header/Related component (/Document/AppHdr/Rltd) from 0..1 to 0..unbounded.
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D. Purpose of the change:

This change will allow multiple digital signatures to be added to the Business Application Header. The additional signatures will be used when the business message is changed by more than one business application on its journey to the final receiver of the message. 
In order to verify the identity of the sender of a financial message and its content, the use of digital signatures has been standardised in the ISO 20022 Business Application Header (BAH). However, the current structure allows for the communication of only the digital signatures of the sender and one previous participant. In order for the end-to-end verification of a payment chain involving more than two participants it should be possible to communicate the signature details of all participants in the chain; this change request proposes that the “Related” component be changed from [0..1] to [0..n] to facilitate this enhancement.
The Related message component may then be used as shown below to carry multiple digital signatures.
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E. Urgency of the request:

It is proposed to include this change request in the next regular maintenance cycle.
F. Business examples:
Below is an example of the steps in a Credit Transfer where changes to the message would give rise to the requirement for multiple digital signatures to secure the contents of the message.
