C. Description of the change request
This change request proposes an additional new optional data element named ‘UERGR’ for “unique end-to-end reconciliation group reference” (type UUID v4) as a fixed length 36 character element, in accordance to Internet Engineering Task Force Standard RFC4122 v4.

This element should only be available as an optional element in the group header, and/or as an optional element at transaction level.
It is not required for single transactions, but always required for transactions within a transaction group.

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D. Purpose of the change:

In addition to the UETR proposed by the HVPS+ Group, the New Payments Architecture (NPA) in the United Kingdom (UK) has a need for “A unique end-to-end reconciliation group reference” (UERGR) assigned by the initiating party of the transaction group (sometimes referred to today as a batch submission reference).

The UERGR will facilitate both customer, interbank and NPA Core reconciliation of transaction groups that are processed through the layers of the NPA.  Reconciliation of transaction groups plays an important part in the management of systemic risk. 

It is assumed that all initiators of transaction groups will need to have the ability to generate UUIDs and therefore will have the ability to generate a UERGR as this has the same derivation.

E. Urgency of the request:

It is proposed to include this change request in the next regular maintenance cycle.
F. Business examples:
A large organisation initiates their payroll process on a monthly basis to make salary payments to their employees.  Each month the payroll process for this organisation initiates a batch that contains thousands of individual salary payments.  The majority of these individual salary payments are successful, but each month some payments are rejected for various different reasons and at different stages of the payment process.  A unique end-to-end reconciliation group reference (UERGR) can be allocated each month to the batch of salary payments and can be used by parties with appropriate data access to provide reconciliation reporting on the outcomes of each month’s payroll process.  Without the proposed UERGR element it is not possible for the organisation to achieve their required payroll reconciliation reporting requirements.
