D. Purpose of the change:
Instant Payments are currently being introduced in the euro zone. The merchant's bank can offer VAS (Value Added Services) for incoming Instant Payments initiated by the merchant's customer at the POS or in e-commerce. VAS includes certain types of real-time notification, the preparation of bank statement information sorted by branch or cash register. 
If cash is replaced by Instant Payments, it may be in the interest of the costumer and the merchant that personal data of the costumer is not disclosed in the merchant's account statement to the extent permitted by law. However, there will be cases, such as donations, where it is in the interest of the donor and the recipient of the donation that the address data are included in the account statement, to the extent permitted by law. 

The purpose codes described above are required to differentiate between these cases.

Due to the expected importance of Instant Payments, it is proposed to introduce a separate classification.

E. Urgency of the request:

In November 2017, 585 banks started already with Instant Payments. In July 2018 all savings banks will start, so there is an urgency for this purpose codes.
