D. Purpose of the change:

The EPC 2019 SEPA Credit Transfer (SCT) Rulebook will introduce an Extended Remittance Information (RI) option to meet the demands from stakeholder groups. 

The ERI option supports the transmission and the processing of the following combination of RI in SCT messages:

· One occurrence of 140 characters of unstructured RI and

· Up to 999 occurrences of 280 characters of structured RI based on the ISO 20022 standard.

The Debtor/Originator PSP must verify upfront if the Creditor/Beneficiary PSP is an ERI Option Participant or not. The Debtor/Originator PSP sends SCT messages containing ERI only to those Creditor/Beneficiary PSPs that are ERI Option Participants. 

Code ‘ERIN’ will be used to indicate that the ERI option is not supported.
E. Urgency of the request:

Publication in the next quarterly External Code Set is desired given that these new codes will be introduced in the SCT 2019 implementation guidelines which will be published in November 2018.
F. Business examples:
The Creditor/Beneficiary PSP sends a pacs.002 message with code ‘ERIN’ (in response to a FItoFICustomerCreditTransfer (pacs.008) received from the Debtor/Originator PSP) to indicate that it does not support the ERI option.
