Temporarily and until the approval of the above mentioned change requests, a Supplementary Data Building Block with the information needed shall be included in the Supplementary Data of the PartyModificationRequestV01 (reda.022.001.01).
D. Purpose of the change:

In the context of the SPI, the direct Payment Service Providers (PSP) are financial or payment institutions that provides instant payment services to final users and are holders of Instant Payment accounts (PI) at the SPI. Indirect PSPs are not holders of PI accounts, therefore Indirect PSP´s must have a related direct PSP to act as settlement agents on instant payment transactions. 
The Identification <Id> request is aimed at confirming the data related to the person responsible for the compliance with the SPI regulation through PartyModificationRequestV01 (reda.022.001.01) messages. The direct PSP´s are the Instructing Parties in the context of the PartyModificationRequestV01 (reda.022.001.01) messages, where the SPI is the Executing Party and manager of the executing system. Although the ContactDetails Block currently include the Name and Email Elements that could be used to identify the responsible person, the name of the person could be potentially ambiguous and Email is not an official identification. There could be 2 employees with the same name or an e-mail account with the responsible person´s name could be created by another person in a fraud attempt, for example. On this regard, the change request involves the addition of a Message Element, namely the Identification <Id>, to the ContactDetails <CtcDtls> Block. This Element will include information needed to unambiguously identify the person responsible for the PSP. For the SPI, official documentation issued by Brazilian governmental authorities is necessary. 

The second change request involves the inclusion of the Authorization <Authrztn> Element in the ContactDetails <CtcDtls> Block. The Brazilian Instant Payment System will run 7 days a week, 24 hours a day, 365 days a year. This will demand a high number of operators working in different shifts. If contact by e-mail or telephone between the Instructing Party and the Executing Party is needed, the Authorization <Authrztn> Element will allow the verification from the operators at the Executing Party that given communication exchange with the Instructing Party is legitimate without the need to personally identify the corresponding operator.
Both the change requests covered in this document are laid down in the regulation that established the Brazilian Instant Payment System, where the identification of the responsible person by a government issued identification and the inclusion of the authorization password are explicitly requested. In summary, this change request implies that the message schemes already published in the Target2-Securities - Party Rerefence Data MDR should foresee the addition of the Elements Identification <Id> and the Authorization <Authrztn>, both inside the ContactDetails (Contact5) Block. 
Pending final approval by the SEGs and the submission to the RA, the requested elements should be temporarily included in a PartyModificationRequestV01 (reda.022.001.01) Supplementary Data Block.

E. Urgency of the request:
For inclusion in the 2020 ISO 20022 Maintenance Cycle. 
The inclusion of the requested Message Elements in the Supplementary Data is urgent, since the SPI is scheduled to be launched in November 2020.
F. Business examples:
In the context of PartyModificationRequestV01 (reda.022.001.01) messages inside the SPI, the one-to-many Modification <Mod> Block will be used to include the requested Elements.
