C. Description of the change request:
The following new codes in the ExternalPaymentTransactionStatus1Code list are requested:

D. Purpose of the change:

The Berlin Group has specified the NextGenPSD2 Access To Account API. This REST based API is meant to fulfil the requirements on dedicated payment account interfaces for the access by Third Party Providers (TPP) in the European regulatory framework of the Payment Service Directive 2 (PSD2). 
In addition to current accounts (payment accounts), some legislations have extended the mandate to credit card accounts. The NextGenPSD2 API up to now was only able to show card transactions by exposing aggregating card reconciliation accounts of banks.

But some banks are booking credit card related transactions on specific accounts. These accounts differ specifically in balances and in transaction entries that are shown to the customer from e.g. current accounts. 
It is now planned for the NextGenPSD2 API to show card related information on single card level as it is done in banks' online channel. For this reason the NextGenPSD2 API is planned to be enabled to show a different cash account type for these specific card accounts when exposing such accounts in the API.
With this background, the ISO20022 is kindly asked to add the specific code for cards in the ExternalCashAccountType1Code.
E. Urgency of the request:

The request is very urgent, since the PSD2 compliant XS2A APIs are already in production. The Berlin Group NextGenPSD2 API is implemented in more than 20 countries in Europe and out of Europe. The enhancement indicated in this document is needed urgently to enable the Berlin Group NextGenPSD2 API to be a full regulatory compliant interface in certain of these markets.
