D. Purpose of the change:

The EPC is currently preparing a new scheme, entitled the “SEPA Request to Pay (SRTP) Scheme”. This scheme covers the set of operating rules and technical elements (including messages) that allow a Payee (Creditor) to request the initiation of a payment from a Payer (Debtor) in a wide range of physical or online use cases. 
New Payment Group Status code “CAAP” is required to be able to indicate that the cancellation of a Creditor Payment Activation Request was approved. 
E. Urgency of the request:
Publication in the next quarterly External Code Set is desired given that this new code will be introduced in the SRTP 2020 implementation guidelines which are scheduled to be published by the end of November 2020.
F. Business example
A Creditor/Payee RTP Service Provider sends a FI To FI Payment Cancellation Request (camt.056) message to the Debtor/Payee RTP Service Provider to request the cancellation of an earlier sent Creditor Payment Activation Request (pain.013) message. If the Debtor/Payee RTP Service Provider approves the cancellation, a Creditor Payment Activation Request Status Report (pain.014) message with Payment Group Status code “CAAP” will be sent back to the Creditor/Payee RTP Service Provider.

Reason for rejection: Additional RTP meeting on 26 October 2020 - The group debated the request noting that the camt.029 should be used to respond to a camt.055.  If the pain.013 had been rejected prior to the cancellation request this would have resulted in a “positive of negative status” in line with the current pain.014 message scope. It was also noted that the request to include a “cancellation approved” code was at a group status level in the pain.014 and not at a transaction level. The decision was to reject the external code request.
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
