On receipt of a pain.013 (Creditor Payment Activation Request, aka Request For Payment) a Debtor Agent responds with a pain.014 (CreditorPaymentActivationRequestStatusReport, aka Request For Payment Response). Frequently used codes are ‘Received’, ‘Accepted’ and ‘Rejected’.
The new code ‘Presented’ will provide an additional status in the end-to-end processing of a request for payment in between the status Received, and prior to the Rejection/Acceptance, to indicate that the request for payment has been presented to the Debtor, e.g., via online banking or billing solutions.
