(one level of ISO Business transaction code, ISO BTC)
C. Description of the change request:
With the available ISO BTC triplets it is possible to distinguish between SEPA payments and international (cross-border) payments - This technical information is given via the SubFamily code (ESCT or XBCT).
However, when expressing R-transactions (e.g. recalls) by means of ISO BTC triplets in account information (<BkTxCd><Domn>...), the information "SEPA" must currently be omitted, since the information "R-transaction" must also be covered by the SubFamily code. At present, only RRTN (Reversal Due to Payment Return) is available here.
We suggest that a further SubFamily code (e.g. XRTN – Cross Border Reversal Due to Payment Return) should be used to indicate corresponding transactions more concretely.
The combination rules of XRTN (SubFamily code) with Domain codes and Family codes should correspond to those of RRTN.

In particular, the "neutral" code RRTN would continue to be used for our standard case (i.e. R-transactions within SEPA), while XRTN means the special case of "cross-border" in the context of R-transactions. In our opinion, there are no conflicts with the previous approach or assignment. XRTN serves to refine the significance of some cases.

D. Purpose of the change:

DK is migrating (presumably by November 2021) its camt formats for account information from ISO 2009 to ISO 2019 - In the course of this, the bank transaction code will also be migrated from the mandatory national / proprietary representation with German GVC (previously under <BkTxCd><Prtry>) to the standardized representation with ISO BTC (<BkTxCd><Domn>). The national GVC are more granular than ISO BTC in some places. In order to maintain quality even when using ISO BTC, it is necessary to define the new SubFamily Code described above.
