C. Description of the change request:

Used when no additional information is available.

D. Purpose of the change:

If a request for information is sent between two entities (camt.026 - Unable To Apply), for example, between a Creditor and Debtor side of a credit transfer transaction, then based on the available codes in the externalized list, the assumption seems to be that:

· Additional information might be available and will be sent via a camt.028 (Additional Payment Information), in combination with a camt.029 (Resolution of Investigation, using code ‘INFO’);  
· In absence of additional information, the Debtor side of the payment transaction might decide to follow up with a camt.056 (Request for Cancellation), in combination with a camt.029 (Resolution of Investigation, using code ‘CWFW’);
More use cases can probably be accommodated with some of the other codes currently available on the list. However, we believe that a code is missing to allow the Debtor side to inform the Creditor side that no further information is available, but leaving it up to the Creditor side to decide on the appropriate course of action, e.g., process the payment, send a return, etc.
E. Urgency of the request:

By default, valid change requests, subsequently approved by the SEG will be included in the following quarterly publication of External Code Sets, unless decided otherwise by the SEG.
If there is a need to have the new version of the related code set published earlier, the reason for the urgency and the expected consequences of a delay should be described here. Acceptance of such an unscheduled publication is subject to approval by the SEG.
