D. Purpose of the change:

The EPC is currently preparing a new scheme, entitled the “SEPA Request to Pay (SRTP) Scheme”. This scheme covers the set of operating rules and technical elements (including messages) that allow a Payee (Creditor) to request the initiation of a payment from a Payer (Debtor) in a wide range of physical or online use cases. 
The above additional Cancellation Reason Codes are needed to allow the Payee (Creditor) or its service provider to specify to the Payer (Debtor) and it service provider, the reason behind the request to cancel an RTP message.
The codes “AC02 “, “B16” and “DT01”  already exist in the ‘ExternalStatusReason1Code’ Code set.

E. Urgency of the request:
Publication in the next quarterly External Code Set is desired given that this new code will be introduced in the SRTP implementation guidelines which are scheduled to be published by end of January 2021.
F. Business example
A Creditor/Payee sends a Customer Payment Cancellation Request (camt.055) message - with Reason Code “MODT” (as the underlying transaction related to an RTP was modified) - to its RTP Service Provider to request the cancellation of an earlier sent Creditor Payment Activation Request (pain.013) message.

Comments: 
Additional meeting on 26 October 2020 - The group debated the external code set change request, based on the recommendation to use the camt.055 to cancel a pain.013. Codes MODT and PAID were accepted with the recommendation to additionally describe their use for cancellation of a pain.013 (noting this provides guidance but does not prevent other implementations from expanding the description in the future, rather than applying for a separate code for a similar reason).

Code DIDI was debated much more, where the group recognised the connection between cancellation reason and status reason. The external Status Reason code set was reviewed where a number of reasons related to the debtor exist (namely AC02 Invalid Debtor Account Number and BE16 Invalid Debtor Identification Code) which were felt a combination of the more generic code being requested. It was proposed that the submitter considers/enables both of these, or of an additional code, as necessary, to achieve the desired codes where upon these code can be requested to be added to the CancelationReason1Code set instead of the proposed DIDI code.
