D. Purpose of the change:

The EPC is currently preparing a second version of its “SEPA Request to Pay (SRTP) Scheme”, which was launched in 2020. This scheme covers the set of operating rules and technical elements (including messages) that allow a Payee (Creditor) to request the initiation of a payment from a Payer (Debtor) in a wide range of physical or online use cases. 

The requested “External Status Reason” codes are needed in the pain.014 (Creditor Payment Activation Request Status Report) messages that are used in the context of the SRTP Scheme either for a:

· Reject of an RTP by RTP service provider (i.e. codes ATNS, EDTL, EDTR, FRAD, NRCH, PINS, RTNS, SPII).
· Refusal of an RTP by Debtor/Payer (i.e. codes IEDT, NOAR, NOPG, PINS, UCRD)

· Response to a Request for Status Update on an RTP (i.e. codes AEXR, ALAC, ARFR, ARJR, IRNR, REPR)
All the requested codes already feature in the current version of the SRTP Scheme Implementation Guidelines as proprietary codes. To promote further standardisation the request is to include these codes under code set “External Status Reason1 Code “.   
E. Urgency of the request:

Publication in the next quarterly External Code Set is required given that these codes will need to be included in the SRTP 2021 implementation guidelines which are scheduled to be published by end of November 2021.

F. Business examples:
Example 1: The Creditor/Payee’s RTP service provider sends a pain.014 (Creditor Payment Activation Request Status Report) message with status reason code “ATNS” (Attachments not supported) to reject a pain.013 (Creditor Payment Activation Request) message received from the Creditor/Payee.
Example 2: The Debtor/Payer sends a pain.014 (Creditor Payment Activation Request Status Report) message with status reason code “IEDT” (The expiry date time of the request-to-pay is incorrect) to refuse a pain.013 (Creditor Payment Activation Request) message received from its RTP service provider. A similar pain.014 message will be sent from the Debtor/Payer’s RTP service provider to the Creditor/Payee’s RTP service provider and from the Creditor/Payee’s RTP service provider to the Creditor/Payee.
Example 3: The Debtor/Payer’s RTP service provider sends a pain.014 (Creditor Payment Activation Request Status Report) message with status reason code “ARFR” (The request-to-pay has already been refused by the Debtor) in response to a pacs.028 (FI To FI Payment Status Request) message sent by the Creditor/Payee’s RTP service provider to request a status update on an RTP. A similar pain.014 message will be sent from the Creditor/Payee’s RTP service provider to the Creditor/Payee.
