D. Purpose of the change:

The EPC is currently preparing a second version of its “SEPA Request to Pay (SRTP) Scheme”, which was launched in 2020. This scheme covers the set of operating rules and technical elements (including messages) that allow a Payee (Creditor) to request the initiation of a payment from a Payer (Debtor) in a wide range of physical or online use cases. 

The requested “External Payment Cancellation Rejection” codes are needed in the camt.029 (Resolution of Investigation) messages that are used in the context of the SRTP Scheme for a:

· Negative response to a Request for Cancellation of an RTP (i.e. codes ACLR, AEXR, ARFR, ARJR, PATE, RR04, URTP).
· Response to a Request for Status Update on a Request for Cancellation (i.e. codes  AEXR, RCAR, RCNR, RCPR).

All the requested codes already feature in the current version of the SRTP Scheme Implementation Guidelines as proprietary codes. To promote further standardisation the request is to include these codes under code set “External Payment Cancellation Rejection 1 Code “.   
E. Urgency of the request:

Publication in the next quarterly External Code Set is required given that these codes will need to be included in the SRTP 2021 implementation guidelines which are scheduled to be published by end of November 2021.

F. Business examples:
Example 1: The Debtor/Payer’s RTP service provider sends a camt.029 (Resolution of Investigation) with code “ACLR” (Already Cancelled RTP) to the Creditor/Payee’s RTP service provider in response to a request to cancel an RTP. Next, the Creditor/Payee’s RTP service provider will send a similar camt.029 to the Creditor/Payee
Example 2: . The Debtor/Payer’s RTP service provider sends a camt.029 (Resolution of Investigation) with code “RCPR” (RFC Received And Processed)  to the Creditor/Payee’s RTP service provider in response to a request for Status Update on a Request for Cancellation. Next, the Creditor/Payee’s RTP service provider will send a similar camt.029 to the Creditor/Payee.
