C. Description of the change request:
A new major update of the ATM protocol is created.
It is assigned version number "4.0"
It is built on the ground experiences accumulated through operating versions 1 to 3.
It brings improvements related to:
· business features, 
· management features
· security features
· data rationalization.
D. Purpose of the change:
Version 4, called internally "Harmonized version", aims at two main goals:
· Adaptation to user requirements

· Efficiency of the protocol regarding

· Readability

· Eliminate synonyms (n names for the same meaning) and homonyms (same name but n meanings)

· Reduce the number of levels in message to facilitate understanding

· Maintainability

As a result of this strong focus on data management, most elements have been updated, leading to a global change of all the messages.
The expected result is to obtain a protocol where:
· A component reflects a business object, conforming to a data modeling vision of the business.

· The XML Type embodies the Object

· The XML element’s name, wherever possible, is a copy of the XML Type name

· The number of components is reduced

· Naming rules improve clarity

An important point is that most of the current components have been modified in the new version.
E. Urgency of the request:

F. Business examples:
1. Example of data rationalization in the Security Area

Goals:

· Obtain a view of the cryptographic key such that it conforms to the business objective

· Have one and only one XML Type for the cryptographic key

· Define usage rules applicable to the object in the MUG and not via a variability of the 2 XML types which are used in the current version:
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In the new version, Cryptographic Key is represented by only one object, whose XML Type is named "KEY":

· Each branch is designed to be a "sub-object" of the main one

· KeyDetails

· KeyStatus

· EncryptedKeyValue

· KeyCertificate

· PublicKeyValue

· TR34Token

· This first level should be sufficient to understand the object.

Such principles have been applied to all the components.
