C. Description of the change request:
The following changes provide additional functionality to the ISO 20022 ATICA standard by providing the ability for additional information to be provided in messages for services performed or to be performed by processors or other entities.
· Provide ability to specify a breakdown of the amounts specified in the additional amount structure.  This capability would allow a specific additional amount to be further detailed, similar in concept to how detailed amount breaks down the transaction amount.
· Enhance the Additional Services component to include additional information, such as the entity requesting or performing the service, delineation of input vs. output result data, additional detail about why something was not performed.
· Add new components to enable the ability to provide instructions to another party in the existing messages.

· Enhance the ability to provide additional transaction tracing and visibility (e.g., processor-unique transaction identification).  This would allow for multiple related transactions to be identified in the current transaction, with limited information about each of the related transactions, such as type of transaction and result.
D. Purpose of the change:

The ATICA message set encompasses transaction processing between the acquirer and issuer entities. It is common market practice for an acquirer or issuer to employ the services of third parties to perform services on their behalf, which are commonly referred to as processors in this payment domain.  These services are value-add features and services that the processor provides to their clients.

This change request includes enhancements to support existing and evolving processor business practices and services, and inclusion of additional data to support these processes.
These changes will enhance the ATICA message set to better support use of ISO 20022 ATICA messages within the card industry.
