B. Description of the change request:
To remove Statement/Balance/Type/CodeOrProprietary/Code list from ISO 20022 schema and put it into the ISO 20022 Payments related External Code List.  Balances are represented only in following messages and tags indexes:

· camt.052.001.02 message tags 2.26

· camt.053.001.02 message tags 2.26.

At the same time to add two new Balance Type Codes into the External Code List 
· Code: ‘OIBD’
· Name: OpeningInterimBooked 
· Definition: Balance calculated for reporting purposes on multipage reports/statements to specify the interim (intermediate) opening booked balance
· Usage: Used on each message/report page, with the exception of the first page where the actual opening booked balance (OPBD) would be specified
· Code: ‘CIBD’
· Name: ClosingInterimBooked
· Definition: Balance calculated for reporting purposes on multipage reports/statements to specify the interim (intermediate) closing booked balance
· Usage: Used on each message/report page, with the exception of the last page where the actual closing booked balance (CLBD) would be specified.

C. Purpose of the change:

Removing Balance Type Codes from the schema enables possible future changes and additions of balances to be done without schema updating and changes.  The new Balance Type Codes are needed to fulfil corporate auditing need on paged statement and/or account reports.  
D. Urgency of the request:

Next ISO 20022 version for camt.052.001.03 and camt.053.001.03.
E. Business examples:
CIBD is used to indicate closing balance in the end of each report page (except the last where CLBD / ClosingBooked is used).  And OIBD links the report page into the previous page CIBD with same data within it.  OIBD is used to indicate opening balance of each page but the first one where the official OPBD / OpeningBooked (or PRCD / PreviouslyClosedBooked) indicates the very first opening balance of the report.  CIBD is calculated and reported by the reporting bank by adding the change caused by report page transactions aggregated into the OPBD or OIPB balance. This logic is the same as MT940 using 60M and 62 M for the same purpose.
