C. Description of the change request:
Inclusion of a new code: 
PDNG

Pending
Used to inform that a response to an investigation is pending.

D. Purpose of the change:

If a request for information is sent between two entities (camt.026 - Unable To Apply), for example, between a Creditor and Debtor side of a credit transfer transaction, then to inform that an investigation is still ongoing, i.e., pending, the only code currently available on the externalized list, refers to a pending cancellation request (‘PDCR’). 

We suggest addition of a more generic code ‘PDNG’ (as used on other externalized code sets) to inform that a response to an investigation is still pending. 
E. Urgency of the request:
