Remark: The existing RequestToModifyPaymentV03 (camt.007.002.03) is incorrectly indicated as an ISO 20022 variant. In 2007 the Payments SEG further investigated whether the camt.007.002.xx was actually a variant of the camt.007.001.xx and came to the conclusion that the 2 messages did not cover the same scope and should therefore be independent of each other.

The message id camt.007.001.xx has been assigned to a candidate ‘Modify Transaction’ message, which, although not yet submitted for registration, is already used by Target2 to modify a transaction priority. 

As a consequence, the camt.007.002.xx cannot keep using variant number 002. In this Maintenance a new message with message identifier camt.087.001.01 based on the current registered camt.007.002.03, needs to be created.

D. Commitments of the submitting organization:

SWIFT, the submitting organization confirms that it can and will:

· undertake the development of the new version of the candidate ISO 20022 message models and submit to the RA for compliance review and evaluation. For the ISO 20022 yearly maintenance cycle, new valid Message Definition models will be available to the RA by December 1.   

· provide compliant updated Business Process Diagram (activity diagram), Message Flow Diagram (sequence diagram)  and, optionally, new examples of valid and invalid XML instances of each candidate message and other descriptive material that will be used by the RA to generate the full Message Definition Report by May 1 at the latest.
· address any queries related to the description of the new models and messages as published by the RA on the ISO 20022 website.

SWIFT confirms it intends to organize the actual implementation of the new version of the messages once the related documentation has been published by the RA. 
SWIFT confirms its knowledge and acceptance of the ISO 20022 Intellectual Property Rights policy for contributing organizations, as follows.

“Organizations that contribute information to be incorporated into the ISO 20022 Repository shall keep any Intellectual Property Rights (IPR) they have on this information. Frequency is not a SEPA requirement in the Core Direct Debit and the Business-to-Business Direct Debit Schemes, but is now defined as a requirement in the Fixed Amount Direct Debit Scheme currently planned for release November 2010.

The EPC has also defined a frequency of Fortnightly which is currently not catered for in the ISO code list ‘Frequency1Code’.

C. Description of the change request:
The change request aims at proposing the implementation of the Business Application Header (BAH) for the messages above as per RMG resolution 09/112 – BAH for existing approved messages. This should lead to the deletion from the messages of the below data that would become redundant following the implementation of the BAH:

· Message Originator

· Message Recipient

· Document/Message Identification

· Document/Message Creation Date

· Copy Duplicate Information

Note that keeping this data for a certain period of time in the body of the message while implementing the BAH is a possibility that can be envisaged if felt necessary. 

D. Purpose of the change:

The BAH has been requested by the ISO 20022 community and was approved by the RMG in April 2010.

Currently, business application specific information such as the creation date of a business document, its identification, the business sender and receiver or the copy duplicate information has been implemented (or not) in an inconsistent way in the body of messages across different industry spaces.

Moreover, information contained in the BAH typically requires to be read/processed before the rest of the business document.

The aim of this request is to propose the implementation of the ISO 20022 Business Application Header in the Payments messages in order to have a consistent approach cross-industry in handling this information.

E. Urgency of the request:

We believe it is time to have a discussion on the implementation of the BAH in payments as part of the overall discussion of change requests submitted for the next maintenance. The change however, does not justify maintenance of the messages in its own right.

F. Business example:
When Party A uses an intermediary (such as a service bureau) to send messages to their account servicer, the messages will be sent by the intermediary to the account servicer with Message Originator referring to Party A. 

This information, today in the body of the message, will be part of the Business Application Header at the top of the message.

· To identify financial institutions, only the newly created data type BICFIIdentifier can be used (iso BICIdentifier).

· To identify non-financial institutions, only the newly created data type BICNonFIIdentifier can be used (iso BEIIdentifier).

· The updated AnyBICIdentifier datatype can still be used where either a financial institution or a non-financial institution may be present.

· The corresponding recommended message element names are BICFI, BICNonFI and AnyBIC, unless more specific names are used.

· There should no longer be any reference to BEI in either artefacts names or definitions.

This change request, if approved by the Standards Evaluation Group, should only be applied, if additional change requests are impacting the same message sets (see list of message set above).

D. Purpose of the change:

The purpose of this change request is to align the existing set of messages with the resolution 10/126 (BIC identifier in the Repository).
E. Urgency of the request:

Comments: Approved by RMG decision.
The SEG agreed that the acmt messages for eBAM (electronic Bank Account Management) will be out of scope for this maintenance cycle, because the eBAM working group expects to submit a number of changes to the eBAM messages in the coming months.  As the current maintenance cycle change requests that affect eBAM messages are for alignment reasons rather than to add business functionality, the recommendation is to defer the updates to the eBAM messages to the 2012/2013 maintenance cycle.

L. Remark:
On it’s November 2011 meeting, RMG asked each SEG to review the actual use of the three BIC data types for party identification within each of the existing messages. In a clarification paper, the following definitions were used:

Parties:
Within the payment messages, 'parties' are limited to the actors that initiate or receive a payment, such as the debtor, the creditor or an initiating party that generates the payment for the account holder. Additionally all actors that are not in the payments chain are defined as parties as well: trading party, invoicer, invoicee, ….

All parties will be identified with the same Message Component (PartyIdentification43) within the payments messages, as defined in the below illustration:
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This structure allows for both the identification of a private person or of an organisation, including a financial institution acting as an organisation. 

The AnyBICIdentifier that types the AnyBIC element allows for a BIC identification of both a non Financial Institution or a Financial Institution, following the definition as registered in the ISO 20022 Dictionary:
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Agents:
An 'agent' is a financial institution that participates in the clearing and settlement of the payment transaction. For example, in a credit transfer, the first agent can be a forwarding agent (a financial institution) that forwards the payment from the debtor to its agent, the debtor agent. All financial institutions that participate in the clearing and settlement chain will be defined as agents in the payments chain, up to and excluding the end beneficiary (creditor or/and ultimate creditor). 

All agents will be identified with the same Message Component (BranchAndFinancialInsstitutionIdentification5) within the payments messages, as defined in the below illustration:
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Within the structure defined for an agent, the identification through a BIC has been restricted to the BICFIIdentifier, to ensure that any agent is identified by a financial institution. 
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A sanity check by the Payments SEG indicated that the following use of Agent and Party was consistent in all existing payments messages, except for the ChargesInformation6 component and the ChargesInformation5 component, which contain an element called Party, but defined with the data type BranchAndFinancialInstitutionIdentification4.

C. Description of the change request:

1. Request the inclusion of  unlimited occurrences within RemittanceInformation/Structured/ReferredDocumentAmount (RemittanceAmount1)  of the following amounts along with the addition of a tag to allow for identification of the type (<Tp>) of tax or discount:

2. Request the addition of a tag within ChequeInstruction (Cheque6) to allow for five (5) occurrences of a dynamic signature identification tag (Max70Text) that would be used on a printed cheque.

D. Purpose of the change:

1. Multiple discounts and taxes can be applicable to an invoice, credit memo or other document that is included as remittance information.  The current structure only allows for one occurrence of each of these amounts.  Discounts could encompass a standing discount, an additional promotional discount, and a terms discount – all could be reported by the paying organization.  Tax amounts could include local, city, country, and state/province which would need to have unique identification as to the amount that is paid.  The retail, grocery, service (cable, telephone) industries currently has a need for this remittance detail.  This will allow for the appropriate allocation of taxes and discounts within the beneficiaries business application.

2.  Maximum 5 signatures on a cheque are common practice based on company financial and legal requirements.  Signatures can either be stored within the cheque printing process or dynamically supplied with the cheque instruction.  This allows for the submitting organization to instruct the cheque servicer which signatures are to be used on a specific cheque to be printed.

In the Japanese retail payment system messages (Zengin messages), in both C2B and B2B messages, type of creditor’s account is mandatory information.  To fully utilize the ISO code rather than proprietary code, 2 new codes are necessary in ISO 20022 messages.

1) Requested Code:  LLSV (Limited Liquidity Savings Account)

Limited Liquidity Savings Account (Chochiku-Yokin, Zengin account code 04)

A deposit account with higher interest rate than the savings account (Futsu-Yokin) and has more flexibility (in principle, this account can be freely withdrawn and credit) than the term deposit account (Teiki-Yokin).  There are two types of special savings account:  (1) special savings account with interest rate differentiated by deposit amount, and (2) special savings account with higher interest rate upon maintaining required minimum amount.  Currently, the majority of special savings accounts are type (1).  A special savings account is only allowed for individuals.  It can be used to receive funds via credit transfers, however, cannot be used for direct debit, and certain types of payments such as salary, pension, dividend, etc.
Each bank offers different conditions for the details of interest rate calculation and the terms of withdrawal:  Reduction of interest rate when the amount of deposit was below floor amount, deduct additional charges in case number of withdrawal exceeds the agreed frequency, etc.

Sequence Type is considered to be the appropriate field to include this information in the direct debit initiation pain.008.001.02 message, and equivalent codes in the schema exist for three out of four local code values. Current identification is therefore that one code is missing today: a code for the re-presented collection, which is what this change request aims to resolve.

Market usage of direct debit instructions shows the need for an additional codeword to cover re-presented collections, as per market practice for direct debit processing in the UK and the Republic of Ireland. The re-presentation code is actively used in these clearings, with the UK clearing alone having seen almost 18 million transactions containing the code for re-presentation between December 2010 and November 2011 (source: UK Payments Administration).

The common usage of the re-presented collection in these markets not only highlights the need to currently add a codeword to the SequenceType1Code data set, but also to review whether Sequence Type codes should be covered by in-schema codes or through the ISO20022 External Code List.

A discussion has been started within the Payments SEG to identify whether this change request can still be included in the 2012 run, as there is an urgent need from the market to include the re-presented collection code.

C. Description of the change request:
During the Payments Maintenance 2009, the Payments Initiation and Payments Clearing & Settlement messages have gone through a number of updates regarding the batch booking indicator. In the structure of the updated messages, the batch booking indicator is absent at message level in CustomerCreditTransferInitiationV03 (pain.001.001.03) and CustomerDirectDebitInitiationV02 (pain.008.001.02), but the definition of batch booking indicator defined at the payment information level is ambiguous as it still mentions "message".

More importantly, the batch booking indicator is still present at message level in the CustomerPaymentReversalV02 (pain.007.001.02). A corporate may wish to effect a cross-currency payment, and in some cases is able to pre-agree an FX rate with their bankers prior to submitting the payment instruction.   Subsequently the bank will expect that the client include details of the FX agreement – including the rate type, contract ID and the FX rate itself - within the XchgRateInf element of the pain.001.001.03 message, such that the back-end system may match the payment against the trade in an automated way.

There is a market convention for quoting FX rates according to the currency pairs.   For example, an exchange between EUR and USD
 is usually quoted as “how many dollars per Euro” or EUR/USD (so in this case EUR is the Unit Currency).   For the purpose of this example, let’s assume the rate is 1.23.

However, some traders or trading systems may, despite market convention, quote the rate in the inverse direction i.e. USD/EUR.  In other words, how many EUR is the equivalent of 1 USD – so now USD is the unit currency and the answer will now be 1/1.23 or 0.813.   


The back-end system of the processing back needs to be able to validate with certainty the exchange rate that the client is providing and to do so, it is of fundamental importance to distinguish between a EUR/USD rate and a USD/EUR rate.   This can be achieved by defining the Unit currency.  

The requirement would be to include a new UnitCurrency <UnitCcy> element alongside the ExchangeRate element within ExchangeRateInformation <XchgRateInf>.   This would then replicate the way that cross-currency transactions are handled within the CAMT.052/53/54 messages.

Having Pagination structure only on message level cannot solve explicitly the problem of splitting one report (Report, Statement or Notification) on two separate messages.  Therefore each report must have a possibility to populate pagination on report level.

F. Business examples:
Message pagination is meant for message split due to technical reasons at reporting bank.  As within many banking communities (like Finland) the electronic statement is a legal document for customers’ General Ledger processing there has to be a possibility for customer / reading application to combine reported documents in audit trail tracking purposes that might be split into several pages within same or multiple messages.  Therefore only option to manage this is that reporting institution uses reporting level pagination to indicate for the reader the order of each page of the report and position/sequence of the transactions within it.  Using report pagination also enables the reporting institution to use Opening and closing booked balances on first and last page of the report.

In Finland, the current local statement format, is having electronic sequence numbering of the entries that ensure (and are used in some cases as G/L voucher numbers) original transaction reporting at customer end with the same order that the reporting bank has done it originally.  As in camt-messages the entries (transactions) are not numbered sequentially by dedicated entry-level tag, customer reading the report has to have a explicit way of combine the split/paginated parts of the statement to get the reported entries into their systems in the same order as they have been reported by their banks. Within Giovannini Barrier one removal, a standardisation working group led by SWIFT for financial instruments clearing has been set up. 

This working group gathers representatives from CCPs (Central Counterparty) and clearing members in Europe and aims to build a complete ISO 20022 clearing messaging solution (trade reporting, position reporting, margin reporting, settlement obligations reporting, buy-in reporting and cash obligations reporting). 

Regarding cash obligations reporting, it has been agreed, following SWIFT proposal, to use existing cash management messages (camt.052 and camt 053) which cover CCP needs in term of cash reporting to clearing members. 

The implementation of camt.52/ camt 053 messages will provide a high added value allowing CCP members’ back-offices to automatically reconcile cash movements with clearing business reporting (margin reports, fees reports, regularisations, premiums etc.). Moreover, the change will allow making this message as a standard regarding cash reporting in the Financial Instruments clearing area.

The diagram hereafter gives an overview of the CCP business reporting and the use of the camt.052 / camt053.
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As shown in the diagram above, the Cash obligations report allows the clearing member to reconcile the confirmation of Debit or Credit which occurred on its cash account in the payment system (e.g. Target 2) and all operations related to the clearing activity (margins, fees etc.).

New Entry level will give the amount debited or credited on the cash account

New Entry Details will give all elementary clearing elements (Initial margin, variation margin, premium, clearing fees, settlement fees etc.)

Because many of these elementary clearing elements can be either debtor or creditor, it is important to have Debit / Credit indicator in order to facilitate the processing of the report.

- ProcessingIdentification (i.e. Third Party Reference): Unambiguous identification of the transaction for the party identified.

- MarketInfrastructureTransactionIdentification: Identification of a transaction assigned by a market infrastructure other than a central securities depository, for example, Target 2 for Securities.

Through the introduction of the above listed additional securities specific references, the unique mapping to the underlying settlement instruction would be largely simplified. 

D. Purpose of the change:

The purpose of the change request is to allow for a proper reconciliation of the cash movements related to settlement instructions, for the T2S users. This is currently not possible and the required settlement instruction references cannot be allocated, as the proprietary reference is not repetitive.
