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Note from the ISO 20022 Registration Authority

ISO 20022 CR0534 - Change of pattern of datatypes ISIN and CFI in all ISO 20022 messages, issued by the ISO 20022 Registration Authority on 23 November 2015, has been implemented in three Bank to Customer Cash Management messages, as well as in 28 Securities Settlement and Reconciliation messages, 12 Corporate Actions messages and 3 Collateral Management messages, in the 2015/2016 maintenance cycle. 
It was decided to already implement CR0534 in this maintenance cycle, since there was a unique opportunity to update, in one go, the 40 Securities Settlement & Reconciliation and Corporate Actions messages, which had to be maintained in this 2015/2016 maintenance cycle, as well as their 40 ISO 15022 variants.

As CR0475, described on page 14 below, impacted the exact same message components in the three Bank to Customer Cash Management messages, CR0534 was de facto implemented at the same time.

Replacement of the ‘unnamed’ <<xor>> choice used in camt.086 by a ‘named’ ChoiceComponent to ensure compliance with the new edition ISO 20022:2013 (v1.5). 
D. Purpose of the change:

Under the new edition ISO 20022:2013, ‘unnamed’ choices (known as XOR choices) are forbidden and should be replaced by ‘named’ ChoiceComponents. Unnamed choices are difficult to implement as they require an implementer to 'invent' a name for the choice. Unnamed choices may also be confusing to a user if a choice has to be made without any context as to why the choice is there.

Following element BillingStatementGroup / BillingStatement / CashAccountCharacteristics / CashAccount is still typed with the CashAccount16 message component, which incorrectly contains the XOR rule instead of a named choice component.

The CashAccount16 message component was updated in the remaining payments messages with the CashAccount24 component, which removes the XOR rule from the message component.

In order to perform the similar update we propose to update the AccountCharacteristics message component, so that the CashAccount element is typed by the CashAccount24 message component.

C. Description of the change request:
Elimination of a series of 351 message components present in the ISO 20022 Data Dictionary that are duplicates of other existing message components. To ensure the elimination of these duplicates, the RA has registered all these components as ‘Obsolete’ in the Data Dictionary. Obsolete components cannot be re-used in new (versions of) messages. Out of these 351 message components, 80 are used in the current versions of ISO 20022 message definitions and will need to be replaced next time the messages have to be maintained for business reasons. The list of the obsolete message components and the message set(s) they are used in is in the appendix (see CR). Submitting organisations that would need more information to implement this change request are invited to contact the ISO 20022 RA.
D. Purpose of the change:

As mentioned in the RA report to the RMG meeting in Toronto (see RMG document N3388), the ISO 20022 RA has identified a series of message components that are identical to each other and should be eliminated. The selection of the message components to be eliminated has been based on a careful analysis aiming at minimizing the impact of the cleaning on existing messages.
The purpose of the change is to clean the ISO 20022 Data Dictionary by eliminating message components that have been duplicated. This will bring more consistency between existing message sets and will make it easier for submitting organisations to select the appropriate message components in the Data Dictionary for future developments.
E. Urgency of the request:

The obsolete message components must be replaced at the occasion of the next business maintenance of each message set. For consistency reasons, it is recommended that the SEG in charge considers replacing the obsolete message components in all the messages of a message set at the same time, even if the business change requests do not impact all these messages. In other words, as soon as a business maintenance of some messages of a message set is approved, it may make sense to remove the obsolete message components not only from these messages, but also from the other messages of the message set.

Component which contains the unnamed <<xor>> and which must be replaced is: CashBalanceAvailabilityDate1, which types the Balance/Availability/Date element.
D. Purpose of the change:

Under the new edition ISO 20022:2013, ‘unnamed’ choices (known as XOR choices) are forbidden and should be replaced by ‘named’ ChoiceComponents. Unnamed choices are difficult to implement as they require an implementer to 'invent' a name for the choice. Unnamed choices may also be confusing to a user if a choice has to be made without any context as to why the choice is there.

For this purpose, the RA has created two new datatypes :

· ISINOct2015Identifier

· CFIOct2015Identifier 

And, to avoid further re-use of the current datatypes, the RA has changed the registration status of the current ISINIdentifier and CFIIdentifier to “Obsolete”. 

D. Purpose of the change:

The patterns of the current datatypes ISINIdentifier and CFIIdentifer are not fully aligned with the patterns described in ISO 6166 and ISO 10962 respectively. 

Within the context of the decision to use ISO 20022 for MiFIR reporting in Europe, ESMA has requested that the pattern of the two above mentioned datatypes be made more restrictive as described in the respective ISO standards. 

E. Urgency of the request:

Because the current datatypes have been marked as “obsolete”, all new messages will have to use the new datatypes.

All existing messages that use these datatypes will need to be updated at the occasion of their next maintenance, unless decided otherwise by the relevant SEG. 

Please note however that this CR is being implemented already in the 2015/2016 maintenance cycle for the Securities Settlement & Reconciliation and Corporate Actions message sets as well as the Collateral Management and  Bank to Customer Cash Management message sets which had to be maintained in this 2015/2016 cycle. This decision has been taken since there was a unique opportunity to update, in one go, all 40 S&R  and Corporate Actions messages as well as their 40 ISO 15022 variants that will be published together with the new version of the global messages in February 2016.
