· Target2-Securities messages – as the messages have just been finalised recently and no major release is planned for T2S, the change requests will be held over and will only be implemented when new changes are required based on new T2S business requirements, as no change request addresses explicitly the Target2-Securities message sets.
D. Commitments of the submitting organisation:

· undertake the development of the new version of the candidate ISO 20022 message models that it will submit to the RA for compliance review and evaluation. New valid Message Definition models will be made available to the RA by December 1.

· provide a new version of part 1 of the related Message Definition Reports (MDR)  by December 1, and new examples of valid message instances of each candidate message (only when valid samples were published for current version) by May 1 at the latest.
· address any queries related to the description of the new models and messages as published by the RA on the ISO 20022 website.
SWIFT intends to implement most of the above new versions on its SWIFTNet network once the related documentation has been published by the RA.

The use case for the corporate initiator of a payment to provide a proxy account ID instead of a traditional account number does not work with pain.001 V09. This topic is being discussed with SWIFT Standards team.

H. Description of the change request:

A change is required in the Account segments (e.g. DebtorAccount, CreditorAccount), i.e. Type CashAccount38.

The segment Identification (here e.g. under Creditor Account in the pain.001) needs to be corrected from status “mandatory” (1_1) into “optional” (0_1), in order to support the corporate use case for an account substitution scenario (using Proxy data). 

The Proxy Identification is used in corporate related messages to provide a substitute account identifier, e.g. a mobile  no. or email address, as a replacement for the traditional account number under Identification. Thus, Identification needs to be optional.
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I. Purpose of the change:

Background, business context, community of users interested by the change and expected benefits/savings.

This section must explain why the existing ISO 20022 messages need to be changed. The reason for the update may be a business reason (e.g., evolution of market practice, or creation of new financial instruments), a technical reason (e.g., automation of the business process, or switch from a batch to a real time process), a regulatory reason (introduction, generally mandatory, of new rule/law) or the extension of the user community (newly identified business requirements). 

This change is required to overcome a schema inconsistency and logical gap re. the introduction of the Proxy segment. The corporate use case as mentioned above was unfortunately ignored when designing ISO maintenance version 2019. 

If a proxy account identifier shall be used by a party instead of the normal account identifier, then logically that normal account identifier cannot be mandatory.

J. Urgency of the request:

In the corporate to bank harmonization initiative CGI-MP the focus has been so far on ISO maintenance version 2009 for payment initiation, status, direct debit, and account statements. Now the plan is to shift to ISO 2019 maintenance version, driven by dedicated data tags for proxy identifiers, SWIFT gpi, requested execution date and time, and the ISO 20022 adoption in the interbank space with the opportunity to align messages and versions along the whole processing chain. However, with the perceived “bug” in the Account element for Proxy usage, the community would still need to apply format workarounds. Ultimately, the motivation in the community to move to latest ISO version would decrease.

Thus, this issue becomes a major roadblock for the upcoming alignment and end-to-end ISO 20022 workflows from corporate to clearing/interbank side. 

Re. option of a workaround: The alternative to provide dummy data into tag IBAN or Other.Identification under Identification to fulfil mandatory status is not acceptable for corporates, as they do not have such logic in their systems to provide additional dummy data in a proxy scenario. Furthermore, banks run validations on the account data in the instruction. Therefore, a workaround to deal with the current schema in ISO 2019 maintenance version does not look feasible.

We have approached SWIFT Standards team in parallel to consider this issue as an urgent schema inconsistency (errata) to be resolved asap.

Following the initial assessment of the updated implementation proposal, the Payments SEG rejected the increase of the length of the Other/Id from Max34Text to Max256Text. Therefore, following exchanges with the submitter of the change request  (CGI-MP WG1), we have submitted a new implementation proposal, which has been approved by the SEG as following:
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New updated proposal:

· Make Identification optional (as initially requested by CGI-MP), without changing the underlying data type
· Add a new rule IdentificationOrProxyPresenceRule, to mandate the presence of Identification or Proxy (both may be present)
· Add a new guideline IdentificationAndProxyGuideline, to indicate that if the account identification is defined through a non conventional identification such as an email address or a mobile number, then the proxy element should be used for the identification of the account.
The Payments SEG endorsed this proposal during the November 2020 monthly call.

With the new introduction of the proxy/alias information some of these updates are now linked to these new additional data fields. The new high value payments system in Canada (Lynx) will implement ISO 20022 messages (including pacs.008, pacs.009 and pacs.004) in late 2022. Lynx makes use of the Local Instrument element in the Payment Type component to indicate the settlement mechanism and priority for the payment in Lynx. 

Lynx makes use of a liquidity savings mechanism (LSM) and indicating the priority for the LSM is a critical aspect of the payment. The settlement mechanism itself indicates which pool of liquidity (or reserve collateral) should be used for a particular settlement. Every payment that settles in Lynx (including return payments) must indicate which settlement mechanism is to be used (and, if LSM is used, which priority should be given to the settlement). 

Unfortunately, the pacs.004 does not contain this information for the payment return settlement. The information from the original pacs.008 or pacs.009 payment can be provided in the Original Transaction Reference/Payment Type/Local Instrument, but this does not allow the sender of the Payment Return to use a different liquidity pool (or priority) for the return payment. 

Since Local Instrument is part of the optional Payment Type component, we are requesting that the entire optional Payment Type component be added to the pacs.004 in the Transaction Information component, just below all the ‘original’ information (see illustration in section F below). 

We have come up with a work around for this functionality in the pacs.004 that we would prefer not to have to implement if we can have a new optional Payment Type/Local Instrument added that refers to the settlement of the payment return. 
BW. Purpose of the change:

While a pacs.004 is indeed the return of a specific pacs.008 or pacs.009, the use of a settlement mechanism and priority are mandatory for all Lynx settlements (payments as well as payment returns). The use of different settlement mechanisms is core to the Lynx functionality and the settlement of a payment return is the same as the settlement of a pacs.008 and pacs.009 (debits and credits are still posted to the central bank accounts of the settlement agents). 

The work around we have come up with is to use the Local Instrument element in the Original Transaction Reference component in the pacs.004 as the ‘new’ Local Instrument for the payment return (instead of referring back to the original Local Instrument content). We don’t like mis-using the element like this and would prefer that the pacs.004 had its own Local Instrument element. If a mistake is made with this workaround, the wrong settlement mechanism could be used and this might result in a rejected payment in Lynx.

The new high value payments system in Canada (Lynx) will implement ISO 20022 messages (including pacs.008, pacs.009 and pacs.004) in late 2022. Lynx makes use of the Settlement Time Request component for new functionality that allows our members to indicate the time ‘from which’ a payment should be considered for settlement. This new functionality was supported by our community during the design phase of the new Lynx system. 

Unfortunately, the pacs.004 does not contain this component (which is present in both the pacs.008 and the pacs.009). The Settlement Time Indication component is included in the pacs.004 but the Settlement Time Request component is not included. We believe it should be added since a payment return is ultimately a payment that needs to be settled and should have the same functionality available to it as the pacs.008 and pacs.009.  
Given that this component is missing from the pacs.004, Lynx is unable to offer this functionality for a Payment Return. We were not able to come up with a work around for this during the development of our pacs.004 message.

Under pacs.008/CreditTransferTransactionInformation/Tax/Record/Period, there is an element called “Year” which is defined as the “Year related to the tax payment”. Unfortunately, the data type is ISODate (Date). We believe this should be changed to reflect only a ‘year’ data type where you can only put the 4-digit year as the value. With the ISODate (Date) data type you are forced to put an actual calendar date. 

The same anomaly occurs under pacs.008/CreditTransferTransactionInformation/RemittanceInformation/Structured/TaxRemittance/Record/Period. We believe “Year” under this component should be typed as only a year and not a full date.

We believe that this is simply an error in the assignment of the data type and should be corrected to reflect the appropriate data type for the definition of the element.
