· provide a new version of part 1 of the related Message Definition Reports (MDR) by December 1, and new examples of valid message instances of each candidate message (only when valid samples were published for current version) by May 1 at the latest.
· address any queries related to the description of the new models and messages as published by the RA on the ISO 20022 website.
SWIFT intends to implement most of the above new versions on its SWIFTNet network once the related documentation has been published by the RA.

G. Related messages:

H. Description of the change request:

We are requesting the extension of the length of the BuildingName element to more than 35c.

We ask you for advice on alignment with the length of the Floor element, i.e. 70c.

I. Purpose of the change:

We request to bring closer the lengths of the elements BuildingName (at 35c) and Floor (at 70c). We are looking for consistency between these elements.

The objective of this Change Request is to allow the BuildingName element to be filled by a French postal address, without truncation and thus ensuring its conformity with the French postal standard, while avoiding an induced loss of data.

Failing that, additional information could be filled in the Floor element only, by keeping the BuildingName element unused, but this is not desirable, in order to keep and store this data in its appropriate information category.

J. Urgency of the request:

End November 2022 for a usage in 2023.

	Given the high impact, SWIFT does not agree with the proposed timing and proposes to postpone the implementation to a future maintenance cycle.
With just under 150 Message Identifiers and numerous business domains impacted (including Securities, Trade and FX not even listed here), SWIFT recommends only implementing this change once most countries confirm the updated PostalAddress component meets their local requirements. If other requirements are found and delivered as separate versions, this may needlessly burden the parts of the industry that implement the latest versions regularly.

To ascertain whether the PostalAddress meets most local country requirements SWIFT would suggest creating a dedicated PaySEG working group of cross domain industry experts to focus on this.

This working group could also consider alternative implementations, such as a split between a restricted postal address for compliance reasons and the postal address for shipping purpose (which could be located in the contact details element).

AY. Description of the change request:

In this change request, the Swiss Interbank community requests an extension of the element "Charges Information" (<ChrgsInf>, Type Charges7):
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Currently, the <ChrgsInf> element only supports information about the charges amount and to which agent the charges are to be paid. 

Within the Swiss Interbank Market Practice, for certain bilaterally agreed charges, further information on the specific nature of the charges must be added to this information. Since there is currently no suitable element for this purpose, a text sub-element within <Agt> element (that is not actually intended for this purpose) has to be used for these cases.
To fix this workaround, the Swiss community requests to add an additional optional sub-element "Type" within the <ChrgsInf> element. The Swiss community proposes to design the new element in same form as already known from "Cash Management" messages as ChargeType3Choice:
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AZ. Purpose of the change:

As mentioned before, this extension is intended to fix a currently used workaround within Swiss Interbank Market Practice so that the <Agt> sub-element can be used in the exclusive sense of this element. 
With a proper delivery of this additional information, the Swiss community believes that more transparency about the reasons for a charge deduction can be created, especially if these charges are part of a bilateral agreement. Furthermore, with this additional information in the payload of the interbank payment message, subsequent clarifications based on end-customer queries can be avoided.

BJ. Description of the change request:

In this change request, the Swiss community requests the extension of the block "Transaction Information And Status" (<TxInfAndSts>, Type PaymentTransaction130) by an additional optional element "Processing Date".
In its current design, the pacs.002 block <TxInfAndSts> message supports only 2 elements for specifying a timestamp related to the underlying transaction/payment:
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For the planned future Swiss instant payment service, the infrastructure will use the pacs.002 message to confirm final transaction status of an instant payment to the participants. This can be either the confirmation of the final settlement or the cancellation of an instant payment. For this purpose, a timestamp in the sense of a processing date time is required, which can be used in relation to the transaction status provided in the <TxSts> element. This need actually cannot be satisfied within pacs.002 <TxInfAndSts> block for the following reasons, neither in the element <AccptnDtTm>, nor <FctvIntrbkSttlmDt>:

1. For SEPA Instant Credit Transfer Scheme compatibility, the <AccptncDtTm> element will contain the start of maximum execution time and therefore cannot be used to specify another processing timestamp.
2. Only one of the two sub-elements <Dt> or <DtTm> can be used in the <FctvIntrBkSttlmDt> element due to the choice specification. For the Swiss instant payment service, the <Dt> element is needed for settled instant payments to confirm final interbank value date of the settlement.
SIX Interbank Clearing Ltd therefore requests addition of a new optional element called "Processing Date" in the <TxInfAndSts> block of the pacs.002 message. 

In order to grant some flexibility in the use of the element, SIX Interbank Clearing Ltd proposes to 

a) keep the definition of this new element generic (incl. possible addition that the concrete use is to be determined by market practices / bilateral agreements) and

b) design the element with type <DateAndDateTime2Choice>, i.e. consisting of a choice for sub-elements <Dt> or <DtTm>.

This change request refers to the support of the search criterion UETR within the element "Payment Identification" (<PmtId>, Type PaymentIdentification6Choice) in the block "Payment Search" (<PmtSch>, Type PaymentSearch8) of the message "Get Transaction" (camt.005):
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Since Swiss RTGS SIC and euroSIC have fully migrated to ISO 20022 the message camt.005 is well established to query individual transactions. As the use of UETR has been defined mandatory since November 2021 in payment messages of the Swiss Interbank Market Practice, there is also a need for the participants to query corresponding transaction by using the search criterion UETR.

In the current message design camt.005, the search criterion UETR is offered exclusively within the element "Long Business Identification" (<LngBizId>, Type LongPaymentIdentification2). If the search criterion UETR is to be supported, the participant would currently be forced to additionally provide the mandatory elements <IntrbkSttlmAmt>, <IntrbkSttlmDt>, <InstgAgt> and <InstdAgt>. This is in contrast, for example, to the support of <TxId> element, which is provided within the message camt.005 a) also on other messages levels and
b) can also be used as a sole search criterion:
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Similar to the <TxId> element, the Swiss community requests that the search criterion UETR is added to the message camt.005 additionally in the following places:
1. new sub-element <UETR> under .../SchCrit/PmtSch (optional, unbounded) and
2. new sub-element <UETR> under .../SchCrit/PmtSch/PmtId (choice).

BV. Purpose of the change:

The use of the UETR as a unique identifier has established itself in interbank payment transactions in recent years. Due to the uniqueness of the UETR, it makes sense to support this identifier in query messages as the sole search criterion. However, this is not possible due to the current camt.005 design. According to demands of the Swiss community, more flexibility should be created here in order to use the advantages of this identifier efficiently and to avoid unnecessary additional message content.

The current definition for the field RegistrationAuthorityIdentification in the Organisation & Party Identification Schema (https://www.iso20022.org/standardsrepository/type/OrganisationIdentification) has an 35 character limitation. However, most of the issuing bodies for company registration numbers have defined registration numbers with a longer length. Therefore, this change request addresses the need to extend the field length to max of 50 characters. 
CR. Purpose of the change:

Users of the schema which want to perform entity verification versus official register number will not be able to perform this action because of the current max 35 character limitation while official register number usually exceed this limitation. 

CS. Urgency of the request:

DC. Purpose of the change:

A change request was submitted in relation to the SEPA Request-to-Pay (SRTP) scheme to allow a payment request for instalment payments. This means that under one unique “PaymentInformation” block there is a need to have several “CreditTransferTransaction” blocks with different requested execution dates. This is currently not possible because “RequestedExecutionDate” exists only at “PaymentInformation” level. In order to allow for instalment payments, “RequestedExecutionDate” should hence be added under “CreditTransferTransaction”, where it currently does not exist.

The use of the “RequestedExecutionDate” would then be as follows:

· For a payment request with a one-time payment, the “PaymentInformation” block would continue to be used with “RequestedExecutionDate” directly in this block.

· For a payment request with instalment payments mandated by the Payee, the “PaymentInformation” block would be used without “RequestedExecutionDate” but with several occurrences of the “CreditTransferTransaction” block, each of them with a different “RequestedExecutionDate” according to the instalment periodicity.

· For a payment request whereby the Payer is given the choice to either pay via a one-time payment or via instalment payments, the Payee would use two occurrences of the “PaymentInformation” block with the same “PaymentInformationIdentification”:

· One occurrence where “PaymentInformation” contains “RequestedExecutionDate” and one occurrence of “CreditTransferTransaction” with the full amount to be paid.

· Another occurrence of “PaymentInformation” without “RequestedExecutionDate” but with several occurrences of the “CreditTransferTransaction” block, each of them with the requested split amount and the respective “RequestedExecutionDate” according to the instalment periodicity. 
In the latter case, the SRTP scheme usage rule would then provide guidance on how to link both “PaymentInformation” occurrences, e.g. by using the same “PaymentInformationIdentification” for both, thus allowing to (automatically) detect that they refer to the same payment request and imply a choice between them. 
DD. Urgency of the request:

The change request should be approved for publication as soon as possible as the possibility of instalment payments in the SRTP scheme is requested by the stakeholders for version 3 of the Rulebook to be published in November 2022. Consequently, the possibility to introduce the ISO change request in a fast track procedure would be highly welcomed. Indeed, the EPC Implementation Guidelines on the use of the ISO 20022 messages for the purpose of the SRTP can only be completed once the definitive version of the ISO message is known. Waiting for the annual publication cycle in January/February 2023 would delay the publication and implementation of the EPC SRTP Implementation Guidelines version 3 and thus hamper the take-off of SRTP.
